Anna is from Poland. She is in a city in Western
Europe. She doesn’t speak the language and doesn’t
know anyone except the people who keep her enslaved.

She is forced fo work as a prostifute but she never
gets any of the wmoney she earns. She can only speak
to the other wowen in her house.

She has no identity or residence papers and is in the
country illegally. If she goes to the police, she will
probably be deported straight back fo Poland, where
her fawmily will reject her.

She lives in hope of being able fo escape and gef a
proper job, but she doesn't know how and she is very
scared of her male captors, who beat her regularly.
